Full uniform must be worn to and from the College.

College tie To be worn by boys and any girls who choose to wear the standard
collar shirt.

Mid-blue shirt Standard collar (boys) open collar (girls).

Light blue shirts are NOT permitted.
Short-sleeved shirts for boys and girls are allowed in the summer term.

Black formal skirt with Standard black knee length skirt with blue piping around waist from the
blue piping - Compulsory| College supplier to be worn

for Years 7 & 8 with black knee length socks or black tights.

Black formal skirt Standard black knee length skirt from the College supplier to be worn

Years 9-11 only with black knee length socks or black tights.

Black formal trouser Standard black tailored trouser to be worn with plain black socks.
No trainer socks.

Black rucksack With College badge, compulsory for all years.
NO OTHER HANDBAG OR RUCKSACK IS ACCEPTABLE

Black V-neck jumper With blue stripe from the uniform supplier.

The following generic items are available from various retailers.

Black formal trousers Trousers must not be tight, ragged or stretchy on any part of the leg.
No jeans, jeggings, leggings or chinos.

Students must not wear additional garments, such as other trousers
or shorts, underneath their formal College trousers.

Black socks Plain socks, with NO patterns. Socks must be knee length when worn
with a skirt. No trainer socks.

Black tights Plain with NO patterns. Footless tights and leggings are NOT permitted.

Black shoes Trainers, trainer style, stiletto heels, heels above 5cm, mules, open toe,

open sling-back, reinforced toe shoes or fabric shoes are NOT
permitted. Shoes must be able to be polished.

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Shoes are acceptable if they are plain black in colour, polishable and not overly decorative. Essentially,
they need to be shoes that can be described as plain, black,flat, sensible school shoes.

Footwear is deemed to be unacceptable if it is any colour other than plain black, overly decorative or
without flat heels. Trainers, boots, pumps or canvass shoes are not permitted. Sports brands such as Vans,

Converse, Nike and Adidas are not permitted.

Unacceptable footwear:
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o Blazers must be worn at all times
e A tie must be worn with the standard collar.
e Only the standard skirt from the College supplier is permitted.

e Outdoor wear should be plain, with no logos and of a dark colour. It is strongly advised that it is
shower resistant.

e Outdoor wear must not be worn inside the College buildings.
e Denim or denim-like material is not permitted in any form.

The following are key health and safety rules:
e Students may wear a watch (not a SMART watch), one plain ring, a simple fine chain, one bracelet
and a single pair of ear studs (one stud only in the bottom fleshy part of each ear lobe).

e No hoops or earrings designed to create holes are allowed, i.e. stretchers.

e For Dance lessons PE kit must be worn and students need to participate in bare feet or dance shoes.
